Whether by road or rail, Rhyl
and Prestatyn are within easy
reach. The A55 Expressway has
direct links to the M56 and M6
motorway network, and both have
National bus terminals.

Rhyl and Prestatyn stations are
on the mainline Euston to
Holyhead rail network - making
connections with Liverpool,
Manchester, Birmingham and South
Wales, while Manchester and
Liverpool airports are both less
than an hour’s drive away.
